As per your request alongwith, affidavit and the school inspection report submitted by the

inspection committee, Royale Cambridge School has been provided a provisional recognition from class
Pre-Nursery to 8th Standard for the period of 3 years.
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The above sanction is subject to the fulfilment of the following conditions—

That the recognition approval is not meant for its extension and does not under any circumstance
imply any obligation to recognise/affiliate beyond class 8th.

The school shall abide by the provisions of Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education
Act, 2009 (Annexure-1) and the Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education Rules, 2011
(Annexure-2).

The school shall admit in class-1 (or the class of previous school, whatever is applicable) the children
of weaker sections and non-facilitation groups to the extent of 25% of total strength of that class,
and also ensure their free and compulsory elementary education till its completion,

As per the provisions of sub-section (2) of section 12 of the Act, the expenses of the school children
mentioned in paragraph 3 would be reimbursed. In order to receive such rezmhursement the school
shall provide a separate bank account.

The society/school must not charge any capitation fee and subject the child or his/her parents or
guardians to any screening procedure.

The school shall not deny admission to any child for lack of birth certificate/proof and must follow
the provisions of section 15 of the Act. School must ensure that—
i. No child admitted shall be expelled from school till the completion of the elementary
education in the school.

The school shall follow the syllabus on the basis of curriculum laid down by the appropriate
authority.

The school shall follow the conditions and norms as speicified under section 19 of the Act.

No unrecognised classes shall be conducted within the premises of the school or outside of the
premises in the same name of the school. '

The school building or any other structure or the ground shall only be used for the purpose of
education and skill development.

The school is run by a society registered under The Societies Registration Act, 1860 (21 of 1860) or
by a trust which has been constituted under any law for the time being in force.

The school must renew the building‘ safety certificate, fire safety certificate, property related
documents and other documents upon their expiry and must file the copy of the same with the
District Education Officer, Amritsar. If the school is found to be in reflection of above stated terms,
then the affiliation of the school shall be cancelled without serving any prior notice.

The school is not run for profit to any individual, group or association of individuals or any other
persons.

The accounts shall be audited by an authorised chartered accountant and proper account
statements should be prepared as per rules. The school must file the copy of every statement with
the District Education Officer every year.

The school must ensure the fulfiiment of school transport related instructions issued by the
government and department from time to time. The school must ensure to abide by the Safe School
Transport Policy issued by the government/department.

The recognition code number allotted to your school is R.T.E. Amritsar-02181060. Kindly note the
same and quote it for future correspondence with the office.

The school furnishes such reports and information, as may be required by the Director or District
Education Officer from time to time and complice with such instructions issued by the Government
of Punjab/Local Authority, as may be issued to secure the continued fulfilment of the condition of
recognition or the removal of deficiencies in the working of the school.

Registration/Renewal of registration of the society, if any, be ensured.

The school is bound to follow the terms and conditions of The Punjab Regulation of Fee of Unaided
Educational Institutions Act, 2016 (Punjab Act No. 47 of 2016).
